SITE ANALYSIS / SITE DIAGRAM

ADDRESS: 802 8th Avenue (North corner of 8th Ave and Pine Street,    
Lots 1, 2, 3, & 4)

ZONING & OVERLAYS:  Downtown Office Core DOC2 500/300-500 Zone.
The site is within the Denny Triangle Urban Center Village.

SITE DEVELOPMENT AREA:   This corner site is platted at 240’ wide x 120’ deep (28,000 sf), but   
will be reduced by sidewalk and alley widening dedications. The 
resultant developable site dimensions are (115’ deep x 233’ wide), 
which equals approximately (26,795 sf) of developable site area.  A 7’ 
wide strip along Pine was condemned to the City for sidewalk widening, 
a 3’ easement strip along 8th Ave will be provided for sidewalk widening, 
and a 2’ wide conveyance along the alley for widening will be provided.

UNDERGROUND DEVELOPMENT: A Light Rail Tunnel is being constructed under the south    
portion of the property resulting in a triangular building    
restriction area.

TOPOGRAPHY:   The sidewalk elevation at the Alley at Pine Street is approximately 5.25’ 
above the corner of 8th and Pine, approximately 15.10’ above the 
northwest corner of the site at lot 4, and approximately 10.20’ above the 
northeast corner of the site at lot 4 at the alley.
